2. Control wrapping a table

3. Control wrapping multiple blocks
CONTROL #3 paragraph one.
CONTROL #3 paragraph two.

4. Nested controls
CONTROL #4 OUTER, before the inner control.
CONTROL #4 INNER (nested): both boxes must survive.
CONTROL #4 OUTER, after the inner control.
5. Locked control (sdtContentLocked)
CONTROL #5 (lock=sdtContentLocked): the lock attribute must survive a round-trip.
6. Data binding (unmodeled — must survive verbatim)
CONTROL #6 (has w:dataBinding): the dataBinding element must come back byte-for-byte after save.
7. Repeating section (w15 — unmodeled)
CONTROL #7 (w15:repeatingSection): the w15 element must survive and its namespace stay declared.
8. Dropdown content control
CONTROL #8 (dropDownList, lastValue=2): the three list items and lastValue must round-trip.
9. Control with sdtEndPr
CONTROL #9 (has w:sdtEndPr): the end-properties element must survive in the right position.
10. Control at the end of the document
CONTROL #10 is the final block. In the editor you must be able to place the caret AFTER this box and type — that is the caret-trap fix.
